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CONDITIONS OF USE BY PARISH ORGANISATIONS 

This community centre is run  for the benefit of parishioners with the running costs partly off set through lettings.  Although the care and daily management of the Community Centre is the responsibility of the Hall Steward your help will ensure that the standard of cleanliness and the general appearance of this centre are maintained at a high level.  You may help in the following manner.

1. 
By ensuring the safe and orderly admission and departure of persons to and from the hall or meeting rooms, the safe evacuation in the case of emergency and ensuring that fire exits and doors including corridors remain unobstructed at all times.

2. 
Only using the kitchen for the purpose of preparing and serving food and drink.  Not permitting persons under the age of sixteen years to use the kitchen unless supervised by an adult.  Leaving the kitchen  as you would wish to find it with everything put away in its proper place.  

3. 
Making sure the premises are left clean and tidy and ready for subsequent users, that any crockery used is washed up and put away in its allotted place, the tables wiped down, the floor swept and any spillage mopped up.

4. 
Removing  rubbish  from the hall and kitchen and depositing it in the refuse bins provided at the rear of the hall after any large functions or events.  

5. 
Reporting any breakages or damage however minor to the Hall Steward as soon as practicable.

6. 
Being considerate to our neighbours and to other users of the Centre by not creating excessive noise, or playing loud music, ensuring that all functions conclude by 11.00 pm with everyone leaving quietly before 11.30 pm.  After 10.30 pm this should be via the rear exit.

7. 
 By not playing music or using the amplifier during mass times.

8. 
By observing the no smoking policy in all parts of the Community Centre

9. 
Removing your vehicle from the Community Centre car park as soon as possible after an event or function so that the parking facilities may be available for other users of the premises.  There is a public car park opposite if you wish to extend your stay in Sidcup.

10. 
By letting the Hall Steward know when the function or event is due to finish so that he knows when to come and lock up.

The Hall Steward should be informed of any matters relating to the Community Centre. 

The parish priest and the Management Committee do not accept responsibility for any injury or damage, however caused, to any person, nor for the loss, damage or theft of property from or by any person using the St Lawrence's Community Centre.  The care and daily management of the centre is the responsibility of the Hall Steward appointed by the Parish Priest.
