CONDITIONS OF USE
1. 
Access to the Centre can only be obtained through the Hall Steward and he should also be notified by the last person to leave the premises that they have been vacated.

2. 
Those using the Centre will be responsible for the efficient supervision of and the safe and orderly admission and departure of persons to and from the hall or meeting rooms, and the safe evacuation in the case of emergency.

3. 
Smoking will not be permitted in any part of the premises.

4. 
The fire exits and doors including corridors shall remain unobstructed at all times.

5. 
The kitchen must only be used for the purpose of preparing and serving food and drink.  Young persons under the age of sixteen years are not permitted to use the kitchen unless supervised by an adult.

6. 
Loud noise or music is not permitted.  This is a residential area and due consideration must be given to our neighbours and to other users of the Centre.   Please leave the premises quietly.  No music is permitted from 6.30 pm to 7.30 pm on Saturdays.

7. 
The amount of parking attached to the Community Centre is limited and must be vacated as soon as possible after each session or function in order to allow the next users full use of the car park.  There is a public car park opposite for those wishing to extend their stay in Sidcup.

8. 
All rubbish etc must be removed from the hall and kitchen and deposited in the refuse bins provided at the rear of the hall.  The premises must be left clean and tidy ready for subsequent users.

9. 
Any breakages or damage however minor must be reported to the hall steward as soon as practicable.  The hall committee reserves the right to charge the individual group for any such damage.

10. 
No treatments or substances may be applied to any part of the floor for any purpose.  No bolts, nails, tacks, screws, pins, sellotape, bluetack or any other like object shall be driven into or fixed to any part of the fabric of the hall nor shall any placards or other articles be fixed thereto.  No gas, oil stoves, lamps, candles, compressed gas cylinders nor gas filled balloons shall be brought into the hall without prior permission.

11. 
No ball games will be permitted.

12. 
The allocation of the use of the hall is at the discretion of the hall committee and the hall steward in consultation with the Parish Priest.

13. 
All functions must conclude at 11.00 pm and the premises vacated by 11.30 pm.  After 10.30 pm the rear entrance is to be used for vacating the main hall as due consideration must be given to neighbouring residents.

The parish priest and the Management Committee do not accept responsibility for any injury or damage, however caused, to any person, nor for the loss, damage or theft of property from or by any person using the St Lawrence's Community Centre.  The care and daily management of the centre is the responsibility of the Hall Steward appointed by the Parish Priest.
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
