FIRST READING Exodus 16:2-4. 12-15
A reading from the book of Exodus.

The whole community of the sons of Israel began to complain
against Moses and Aaron in the wilderness and said to them, “Why
did we not die at the Lord’s hand in the land of Egypt, when we were
able to sit down to pans of meat and could eat bread to our heart’s
content! As it is, you have brought us to this wilderness to starve this
whole company to death!”

Then the Lord said to Moses, “Now | will rain down bread for you
from the heavens. Each day the people are to go out and gather the
day’s portion; | propose to test them in this way to see whether they
will follow my law or not.

“l have heard the complaints of the sons of Israel. Say this to
them, ‘Between the two evenings you shall eat meat, and in the
morning you shall have bread to your heart’s content. Then you will
learn that I, the Lord, am your God.”” And so it came about: quails
flew up in the evening, and they covered the camp; in the morning
there was a coating of dew all round the camp. When the coating of
dew lifted, there on the surface of the desert was a thing delicate,
powdery, as fine as hoarfrost on the ground. When they saw this,
the sons of Israel said to one another, “What is that?” not knowing
what it was. “That”, said Moses to them, “is the bread the Lord gives
you to eat.”

You must give up your old
way of life; you must put aside your old self, which gets corrupted by
following illusory desires. Your mind must be renewed by a spiritual
revolution so that you can put on the new self that has been created
in God’s way, in the goodness and holiness of the truth.

you are not looking for me

because you have seen the signs

but because you had all the bread you wanted to eat.
Do not work for food that cannot last,

but work for food that endures to eternal life,

the kind of food the Son of Man is offering you,

for on him the Father, God himself, has set his seal.”

Then they said to him, “What must we do if we are to do the works
that God wants?”

Now a great sign appeared in heaven: a woman, adorned with the
sun, standing on the moon, and with the twelve stars on her head
for a crown. She was pregnant, and in labour, crying aloud in the
pangs of childbirth. Then a second sign appeared in the sky, a huge
red dragon which had seven heads and ten horns, and each of the
seven heads crowned with a coronet. Its tail dragged a third of the
stars from the sky and dropped them to the earth, and the dragon
stopped in front of the woman as she was having the child, so that
he could eat it as soon as it was born from its mother.

Christ has been raised from the dead, the first-fruits of all who have
fallen asleep. Death came through one man and in the same way
the resurrection of the dead has come through one man. Just as all
men die in Adam, so all men will be brought to life in Christ; but all
of them in their proper order: Christ as the first-fruits and then, after
the coming of Christ, those who belong to him. After that will come
the end, when he hands over the kingdom to God the Father, having
done away with every sovereignty, authority and power. For he must

be king until he has put all his enemies under his feet and the last
of the enemies to be destroyed is death, for everything is to be put
under his feet.

SECOND READING Ephesians 5:21-32
A reading from the letter of St Paul to the Ephesians.

Give way to one another in obedience to Christ. Wives should regard
their husbands as they regard the Lord, since as Christ is head of
the Church and saves the whole body, so is a husband the head of
his wife; and as the Church submits to Christ, so should wives to
their husbands, in everything. Husbands should love their wives just
as Christ loved the Church and sacrificed himself for her to make
her holy. He made her clean by washing her in water with a form of

words, so that when he took her to himself she would be glorious,
with no speck or wrinkle or anything like that, but holy and faultless.
In the same way, husbands must love their wives as they love their
own bodies; for a man to love his wife is for him to love himself. A
man never hates his own body, but he feeds it and looks after it; and
that is the way Christ treats the Church, because it is his body — and
we are its living parts. For this reason, a man must leave his father
and mother and be joined to his wife, and the two will become one
body. This mystery has many implications; but | am saying it applies
to Christ and the Church.

Jesus was
aware that his followers were complaining about it and said, “Does
this upset you? What if you should see the Son of Man ascend to
where he was before?

“It is the spirit that gives life,

the flesh has nothing to offer.

The words | have spoken to you are spirit
and they are life.

“But there are some of you who do not believe.” For Jesus knew
from the outset those who did not believe, and who it was that
would betray him. He went on, “This is why | told you that no one
could come to me unless the Father allows him.” After this, many of
his disciples left him and stopped going with him.

Then Jesus said to the Twelve, “What about you, do you want to
go away too?” Simon Peter answered, “Lord, who shall we go to?
You have the message of eternal life, and we believe; we know that
you are the Holy One of God.”

Pure unspoilt religion, in the eyes of God our Father is this:
coming to the help of orphans and widows when they need it,
and keeping oneself uncontaminated by the world.

GOSPEL Mark 7:1-8. 14-15. 21-23
A reading from the holy Gospel according to Mark.

The Pharisees and some of the scribes who had come from
Jerusalem gathered round Jesus, and they noticed that some
of his disciples were eating with unclean hands, that is, without
washing them. For the Pharisees, and the Jews in general, follow
the tradition of the elders and never eat without washing their
arms as far as the elbow; and on returning from the market place
they never eat without first sprinkling themselves. There are also
many other observances which have been handed down to them
concerning the washing of cups and pots and bronze dishes. So
these Pharisees and scribes asked him, “Why do your disciples
not respect the tradition of the elders but eat their food with
unclean hands?” He answered, “lt was of you hypocrites that
Isaiah so rightly prophesied in this passage of scripture:

This people honours me only with lip-service,

while their hearts are far from me.

The worship they offer me is worthless,

the doctrines they teach are only human regulations.

You put aside the commandment of God to cling to human
traditions.”

He called the people to him again and said, “Listen to me, all of
you, and understand. Nothing that goes into a man from outside
can make him unclean; it is the things that come out of a man that
make him unclean. For it is from within, from men’s hearts, that
evil intentions emerge: fornication, theft, murder, adultery, avarice,
malice, deceit, indecency, envy, slander, pride, folly. All these evil
things come from within and make a man unclean.”
