EXTENSION OF ULEZ  -  ULTRA LOW EMISSIONS ZONE FOR VEHICLE USE 
Transport for London (TfL) are currently consulting with local Bexley residents           
regarding a proposed expansion of ULEZ to include Bexley Borough and surrounding 
London Boroughs. If implemented this will incur a fee of £12.50 every day you use your 
car within the zone if your car does not meet emission targets this will affect travel to St 
Lawrence’s Church including weekends.  
This will apply to petrol cars of a certain age and most diesel cars. You can check your 
car compliance via https://tfl.gov.uk/modes/driving/check-your-vehicle You may also 
provide feedback to this scheme to TfL via email cleanairyourview@tfl.gov.uk or take a 
survey https://haveyoursay.tfl.gov.uk/cleanair/survey_tools/cleanair-survey You may  
also write to your local MP Louie French louie.french.mp@parliament.uk and if you  
disagree with the proposal he is collating a petition to oppose the scheme https://
www.louiefrench.org.uk/campaigns/stop-sadiq-khans-plans-expand-ulez-old-bexley-
and-sidcup-petition  I encourage you to make your views known.
